PHARO BULLS, THE Program TO INVEST IN

 Hair Coat 
An animals Hair Coat is a good indicator of overall health. A Slick and Shiny in the summer or 
soft and even length in the winter are good signs. On the flip side a dull uneven or dead looking 
coat would indicate a less healthy animal. If you are wanting a bull for a hot and humid area 
where flies and ticks are present, selecting for a high Hair Coat score is a must. 
 Muscling 
We are in the Beef industry, so this trait is important. The best place to look for muscling on a 
Bull is in the twist area (in between the hind legs) it should look full and plump, the contrast 
would be “dairy” like where there is no muscle inside the hind legs. 
 Thickness 
PCA Bulls think about thickness in the form of volume. It’s how much air does the Bull’s body  
displace, Depth of body, width of back and belly. Bulls that have a large girth will “Do” better on 
low quality feed. 
 Masculinity 
A Bull should look like a Bull. Secondary sexual characteristics like a thick crest and neck and a 
head the is strong looking and wide between the eye’s. Bulls would ideally have a Masculine   
appearance as early as possible. This indicates that the sooner he has reached sexual maturity 
the sooner his daughters will be ready to breed.
